	Licenses & Riding Rules
· Everyone must have a valid motorcycle endorsement and provide a copy of that license to the Treasurer or possess a valid motorcycle learners permit. This will ensure that our family is safe and knowledgeable on how to operate a motorcycle.  Insurance is optional. 
· Have a license plate visible with correct lighting 

· RIde together, stay together. 

· You can not receive 3 or more criminal traffic citations per year. 

· We ride in a patter with the leader always on the right side of the lane.  Everyone else follows in a staggered formation 
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	Initial Dues & Monthly Dues
· There will be a $20.00 initial payment for new members.  This will cover one T-shirt and the vinyl decal (available in various colors.) 
· Every month following the initial payment of $20.00, there will be a $10.00 monthly dues.  Monthly dues are to be paid by the first week of every month. 

· If at any time the monthly dues cannot be paid by the first week of the month, there will be a $5.00 late fee assessed on the standard required payment of $10.00 

· If the monthly dues are not paid for the entire month, then that rider will be on a probation period determined by the founders and will not be included in OER family functions. 

· Monthly dues will start January 1st 2008 

· Payments can be made in the form of check, money order or cash. 

	

	
	Where does the money go?
· The money collected by the founders does not belong to the founders.  This money belongs to OER Members and will be used for the best interests of the entire OER Family. 

· The money will be used for: 

· Cookouts 

· Hotel Rooms for Daytona’s Bike Week, Daytona’s Biketoberfest, Leesburg’s Bike Week and other events where motorcycles attend. 

· Fuel fill ups 

· Luches/Dinners 

· Everyone has an opinion in what we are using the money for.  We will base the ultimate decision upon the group. 

· The OER Family emergency fund is money that is borrowed from the OER account. IF there is an emergency that arises in your immediate family and your current funds do not permit travel, OER will pay for suitable transportation to your location of need. This fund is not to be used to pay for living expenses or OER monthly dues.  This loan will be notarized and signed by the founders and the borrower. This money is a loan from the OER family and non-payment is considered steeling. 
	

	

	
	Stunts and Other Unsafe Practices
· OER does not intent to control how your operate your motorcycle. Wheelies and other stunts are to be done in the from of the group and in a different lane away from other riders.  THis is to ensure the safety of the rest of our family members. 
	

	

	
	Monthly Meetings
· There will be a required monthly meeting on the first Sunday of every month. Everyone is expected to attend. 

· Here we will discuss topic predetermined by the founders and there will also be an open forum.  We encourage new ideas, questions and comments. 
	

	

	
	Communication
· We require you to have a MySpace page (OER needs to be added as a friend) or valid e-mail address.

	New Family Members
